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Abstract. The wine sector is one of the most important sectors of the national economy in the Republic
of Moldova, and the risk factors that can influence its development include the following:

Climate change - Adverse weather such as drought, hail or storm can affect the quality of grapes and
wine production.

Diseases and pests - Diseases such as mildew or powdery mildew can affect grapes and yield quality,
and pests such as mites and beetles can destroy the crop.

Access to finance and investment - Access to finance and investment is also important for the wine
sector, as it requires investment in infrastructure, technology and equipment to ensure quality production and
market competitiveness.

Market competition - The wine sector is a competitive one, so quality, price and access to markets can
be determining factors for a producer's success.

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Rezumat. Sectorul vitivinicol este unul dintre cele mai importante sectoare ale economiei nationale din
Republica Moldova, iar factorii de risc care pot influenta dezvoltarea acestuia includ urméatoarele:

Schimbarile climatice - Vremea neprielnica, cum ar fi seceta, grindina sau furtuna, poate afecta calitatea
strugurilor si a productiei de vin.

Boli si daunatori - Boli precum mildiul sau fainarea poate afecta strugurii si calitatea productiei, iar
daunatorii cum ar fi acarienii si gandacii pot distruge recolta.

Accesul la finantare si investitii - Accesul la finantare si investitii este important si pentru sectorul
vitivinicol, deoarece acesta necesitd investitii in infrastructurd, tehnologie si echipamente pentru a asigura
productia de calitate si competitivitatea pe piata.

Competitia pe piatd - Sectorul vitivinicol este unul competitiv, astfel incat calitatea, pretul si accesul la
piete pot fi factori determinanti pentru succesul unui producitor.

Reglementarile privind vinificatia - Sectorul vitivinicol este puternic reglementat, iar schimbarile in
legislatie sau restrictiile privind productia si comercializarea de vin pot afecta dezvoltarea sectorului.

Nivelul de pregatire si educatie al fortei de munca - Acest factor de risc este important pentru sectorul
vitivinicol deoarece munca in acest sector necesitd o pregatire adecvata si cunostinte specializate, cum ar fi
cele legate de practicile de vinificatie, de gestionarea resurselor si a productiei.
